
Occupant Evacuation Operation (OEO) is a life-safety 
innovation that keeps designated elevators in service during 
�re events, transporting people safely to the lobby while 
working in sync with the building’s Fire Alarm System (FAS).

Depending on the smoke signal, OEO can be activated for a 
speci�c evacuation zone or for the entire building, ensuring 
the right response for every situation.

Unlike traditional shutdown, OEO reduces stairwell conges-
tion, speeds up evacuation, and prioritizes occupant safety 
through autonomous elevator operation without requiring 
�re�ghter assistance.
